As a Cathedral we are committed to safeguarding and promoting the welfare of children. All staff and volunteers share this commitment.
Introduction
The Cathedral Church of Christ, Sir Giles Gilbert Scott’s masterpiece, is built on St. James’ Mount and is visible from miles around: “a visible witness for God in the midst of the great city”.
The decision to build was taken under the leadership of Bishop Francis James Chavasse, second Bishop of Liverpool, in the summer of 1901.  

After an open competition, a design by an unknown 22-year-old architect was chosen.  In 1904 King Edward VII laid the Foundation Stone in the presence of many thousands of people.

Building began at the East end and, by means of a series of temporary walls, the whole building moved towards completion.  

The Lady Chapel was dedicated on St. Peter’s Day 1910 and the main part of the Cathedral, including the Sanctuary, Chapter House, Chancel and Eastern Transept, was consecrated on 19th July 1924, 20 years to the day after the laying of the Foundation Stone. Services were held in the completed part from this date.
The first services in the newly completed Central Space were held in the dark war-time days of 1940.  

Many parts of the city were heavily bombed but miraculously the Cathedral sustained only minor damage and the final finial on the Tower was set in 1942.   Work had to proceed slowly after the war but the Bridge and the first bay of the Nave were completed in 1961.  

Crippling inflation made the completion of the building a difficult task but in October 1978 Queen Elizabeth II attended the service to mark the completion of the largest Cathedral in Britain.

On 19th July 2004 the Cathedral celebrated its 100th Anniversary.

A guide for teachers leading a school visit
This document is designed to support teachers as they plan a visit to Liverpool Cathedral. Some of the guidance in this booklet has been taken from the ‘Health and Safety of Pupils on Educational Visits’ booklet produced by the DFEE (1998).
We hope that this document will provide sufficient information to help teachers plan a visit and will offer useful ideas for follow-up time in school.  It is also to be used as an information document for health and safety guidance, to help ensure that the visit will not only be educational and informative but above all memorable and safe. In October 2008 OFSTED produced a report on ‘Learning outside the classroom: how far should you go?’ The report revealed that pupils’ participation and achievement can benefit significantly from getting involved with activities outside the classroom. In the sample of schools visited, it found that well-planned activities not only enhance pupils’ learning, but can also re-engage those who are hard to motivate.
The Education Department advocates that a school visit to Liverpool Cathedral is often an awe-inspiring experience.  The building itself as well as its monuments, carvings and stained glass windows is designed to stimulate thought and emotion.  Children need time to ‘stand and stare’ in order to reflect on what they are seeing.  Given the opportunity to look, they usually respond very positively to the Cathedral.

Guidance Notes
The following information will help you to plan your visit:

Planning before the visit

· All group visits must be pre-booked 
· As far in advance as possible
· By telephone or email to the Education Department (0151 702 7210, education@liverpoolcathedral.org.uk)
· Please note that the Cathedral may be closed for a special service or other reason on your preferred date; it is helpful if you can give a choice of dates, to enable us to accommodate you.  

· Please remember that Liverpool Cathedral is a working church.  While we make every effort to honour all bookings, unforeseen circumstances may lead to our having to cancel or postpone visits at short notice.  We apologise for any inconvenience this may cause.
· Please notify us of the number and age of your pupils when you contact us. The usual group size is between 30 and 60.  If you are planning to bring a larger number of pupils, we will do our best to accommodate you on your chosen date(s) subject to availability of guides.

· It is possible for you to book the Education Centre for lunch, if desired. Please inform the Education Department, when you book. (Larger groups may be accommodated in the Well, subject to its availability)

· Having made a provisional booking, you will be asked to complete and return a booking form, in as much detail as possible, so that your visit can be confirmed and a detailed plan drawn up for you.

· Preparation for staff
· The recommended ratios for visits to Liverpool Cathedral are stated below:
· 1 adult for every 6 pupils in school years 1-3 (under 5s and reception classes should have a higher ratio

· 1 adult for every 10-15 pupils in school years 4-6. 
· 1 adult for every 15-20 pupils in school years 7 onwards.  
· We regret that children in Years 1-5 may not go up the tower or onto the Dulverton Bridge due to Health and Safety reasons.
Please note: pupils must be supervised by staff at all times – even during tours and workshops. We also ask for teachers to ensure that the pupils are fully supervised in the public toilets
· Children with restricted mobility can enjoy visiting the Cathedral and its environs.  The Cathedral provides ramps for access to the High Altar and Well. The Lady Chapel can be reached from Queens Walk. We regret there is no disabled access to the tower. No admission charge is made for wheelchair users or their carers. Please notify us in advance if the ramps are required.

· Decide on the aims and learning objectives of the visit. We advise that you discuss these with the Education Officers either by phone or by visiting the Cathedral for a planning meeting. The more detailed you can be, the more we will be able to meet the needs of your pupils.
· If you intend to bring supporting materials for pupils to use while they are with us, it would be helpful if you could let us have a copy of them prior to your visit.

· Expectations of teachers and accompanying staff: 
Please ensure that all staff and accompanying adults attending the visit are briefed prior to the visit:

· All staff should have a copy of the timetable we send you and, where necessary, children should be split into groups prior to arrival.
· They should be aware of the objectives for the visit and willing to participate. The Education team work alongside teachers and staff as facilitators.
· They should supervise pupils at all times, including during tour, workshops and toilet visits.
· Staff are responsible for the behaviour and discipline of pupils. 
· All staff will be asked to wear an identifiable badge to assist our guides.

· Charges: a standard tour costs £1 per pupil. Accompanying staff/ helpers free. Workshops, tower, film or audio tour are extra.  (see page 9 -11….)

· Special  circumstances: We do not wish to preclude any group from experiencing everything that a visit to the Cathedral has to offer and we ask that if you anticipate any difficulties then please contact the Education Officer to discuss the options available.
· Clothing:  Pupils should wear sensible shoes and warm clothing.  We also recommend that pupils in school years 1-3 should be easily identifiable by badges with the name of their school (not the pupil name), on or by wearing their school uniform.  As a mark of respect we ask that pupils do not wear caps/hats.
· Valuables: it may be possible to store packed lunches and coats in the Education Centre during the visit, but the Cathedral cannot take responsibility for valuables. Pupils should be encouraged not to bring valuables or to keep cameras and phones with them.  NB All mobile phones must be switched off prior to entering the Cathedral. This includes camera phones.
· Pupil preparation (suggested points to discuss with pupils)
· The children should be prepared for the visit by telling them something of what they will see/ hear/ do and learn. 
· Build up a sense of anticipation for the children and talk about the idea that this is a special place and why.

· Talk about respect and refer to the behaviour management code and discuss what is appropriate behaviour.
Planning for the visit day

· Please ensure that you arrive promptly; if you are going to be delayed, please ring the education office on 0151 702 7210 / 7201.

· The coach set-down and pick-up point is outside the Security Lodge. NB As of September 2009, all vehicles (except coaches) will pass in front of the main entrance to the Cathedral.  Extra care and supervision should be taken as you approach the main entrance.
· There is no charge for school mini buses or additional cars accompanying school visits. Please report to the Security Lodge.

· An up to date roll needs to be kept and called in case of emergency.
· All mobile phones must be switched off prior to entering the Cathedral.  

· Lunches and coats can be stored in the Education Centre.

· Please read the behaviour management sheet and share the information with the pupils.

· Bring this booklet with you on the day for guidance.
How to book

All groups must prebook their visit.

You need to book your visit as far in advance as possible to ensure your preferred date(s) and to check that the Cathedral is not closed for a special service or other reason:

A provisional date will be made for you and a booking form sent; the visit will be confirmed when you complete and return the booking form to us within 7 days to ensure that guides are available. 

Please be as detailed as possible in completing your booking form, in terms of your learning objectives and pupils’ needs, to enable us to create an itinerary for your visit.

If you have not received an itinerary a week before your visit, please contact us.

It would be helpful if teachers could give personal email addresses (rather than general school email) to ensure that you receive the accurate information as soon as possible.

Cancellation/non-attendance

Unfortunately due to the non-attendance and late cancellation of several schools last year we regret that in the event of non-attendance or cancellation with less than 14 days notice a fee of £30.00 will be charged.

Tours:

All educational tours are designed to meet the specific learning objectives of teachers and their pupils (ranging from KS1 to 6th Form).  
· Tours take 1 hour but can be adapted by arrangement.  

· Tours do not start before 10.15am
· Guides will take a maximum of 20 children per tour. 
· There are limited guided tours on a Friday and no workshops

· All our children’s guides have been CRB checked according to the latest Child Protection Legislation.

Workshops:

We offer a variety of workshops/ activities (please pages 9-11). Workshops are designed to complement and extend the overall experience and focus on specific aspects of the life and ministry of the Cathedral. Follow up activities are provided for some workshops.

· On a full day visit (10.30-2.30) there is time for the standard tour plus 2 optional activities.

· On a half day visit (2 hours) there is only time for the standard tour plus 1 optional activity. 

Themed Days

We offer several themed days at different times in the church’s calendar. These change yearly. Examples include Lent, Pentecost, Transition workshops, Remembrance and Advent activity days. For up to date information and cost, please contact us or refer to our quarterly newsletter.

Whole School Days

We can accommodate up to 200 pupils for a whole school visit with differentiated activities for Key Stages 1 & 2. This can be a fantastic and memorable experience for teachers and staff. This visit is subject to availability and requires joint planning between school and the Education department.

We have 2 class rooms available for lunch.   Each room can seat up to 30 and each group must be accompanied by 2 adults.   There is No charge if Guided Tours or Workshops are  booked otherwise there is an additional  fee of £10.00. It would be helpful if schools could provide their own bin bags.

Terms and Conditions

BEHAVIOUR MANAGEMENT CODE

INFORMATION FOR GROUP LEADERS BRINGING PUPILS

TO LIVERPOOL CATHEDRAL 

· Liverpool Cathedral is first and foremost a place of worship. We therefore ask that all people are respectful when they are in the building. Men and boys should remove their hats. Please enter quietly. 

· School staff and accompanying adults remain responsible for the welfare

and behaviour of students and must remain with them throughout their visit to the Cathedral. 
· Please use the 1st floor toilets located near the bookshop. Where possible these toilets will be roped off from the public. However please be aware that these are PUBLIC toilets and therefore it is the responsibility of the school to check them before use.
· For your own safety,  do not run, hold the handrails when climbing stairs

· Please do not allow your pupils to chew gum.

· Please ensure that the mobile phones of both staff and pupils are turned off.

· If your visit is during lunchtime (11:55 – 12:35) please observe the short prayer time by asking pupils to stand still and be quiet. You are welcome to join in with the Lord’s Prayer. There is a Holy Communion service at 12.05 either in the Lady Chapel or Chapter House, so please bear this in mind.

· For groups of over 50,we ask for 1 adult for 10 pupils to ensure adequate supervision. It is particularly important to have enough staff to escort groups up the Tower. Please ensure your accompanying adults are able to climb the Tower. We reserve the right to refuse access to the Tower if there are not enough accompanying adults. Pupils who remain on the Cathedral floor must be accompanied by an adult.

· If you require first aid please contact the welcome desk.

· There is no charge for photography in the Cathedral. We would ask for a contribution to the donation box. 

· Please dispose of rubbish in the proper bins, or take it away with you.

· In the event of an emergency evacuation, please follow the instructions of staff in the Cathedral. Groups should rendezvous outside the main doors near the oratory ( near where you came in).
Last but not least, we want you to enjoy your visit, and leave with new knowledge, awareness and a sense of excitement and wonder at Liverpool Cathedral. 

The Visit (suggested points to discuss with the pupils)

· Ask the children to spend a few moments using their senses to experience the atmosphere of the building – how does it make them feel? Share and record responses.
· With the aid of a compass, ask pupils which way the Cathedral is orientated. Ask them which part of the Cathedral seems most important.
· Take photographs to remind pupils of the visit.
· Provide time for pupils to:
Identify the different parts of the Cathedral and special items of furniture; discover what the Cathedral is used for, by whom, how, when and why? Find out how many it can seat, consider crafts people involved in building and furnishing the Cathedral and all the people who have used it.
· Carefully examine a feature/detail of the Cathedral – make a first-hand sketch 
· Find something inside the Cathedral that makes them feel joyful or sad; that is beautiful or very old, or can only be found in a church/Cathedral.
· Enable them to record what they have seen in words and pictures. Let them respond to what they are seeing, hearing, smelling and touching: identifying things which they like or particularly what interest them. 
· Ask: if they could improve the Cathedral, what would they do? If the building was destroyed, how would they feel? If they could take one thing to preserve, what would it be?
The Visit Day 
· Please arrive promptly and if you are going to be delayed please ring the Cathedral Office on 0151 702 7201/7221 and ask them to pass a message on to the department.
· The coach set down and pick up point is outside the Security Lodge.

· You will be met by the Education Officer at the main entrance

· There are several public lavatories in the Cathedral. When possible we advise you to use the toilets located on the first floor. Teacher and helpers are responsible for checking them before use and are responsible for the children in their care at all times.
· Packed lunches may be eaten in the Education Centre.

· The children are more than welcome to visit our shop, with adequate supervision, to make purchases.  We suggest no more than 10 children at one time to enter. Alternatively souvenir bags can be pre-ordered before your visit. The cost per bag is £2.00. (details of contents are shown on the booking form).  There are a number of books and badges that can be purchased for 10p direct from the Education Centre.
· We would suggest it would be helpful for each pupil to have a clipboard with several sheets of A4 paper for sketching or making notes for later use in the classroom.
· During your tour and if you need help or answers to questions from the children you cannot answer, please ask one of the Cathedral Guides.  They will be very happy to provide the information.
· Personal photography is by a donation of £1.00 this can be paid voluntarily in a donation box.
Health and Safety Information and general notes
We do all that we can to ensure our visitors have a safe and enjoyable visit.  It is important that teachers remember that the Cathedral is a living church – both a place for Christian worship, and also a historic property.  
· Some areas of the Cathedral might be dimly lit and the floors and steps are uneven in some areas.  
· There are also a number of heavy doors and steep steps and care should be taken. (Please refer to Risk Assessment advice on the Cathedral website and or our Risk Assessment documents.) 
· The children at all times should be quiet and respectful: therefore the control of the group by the teachers is essential.  The Cathedral staff are not responsible for this.  
· Finally we ask that you respect any restricted area and do not enter any part of the Cathedral that is marked Private or which has been roped or cordoned off to prevent access for safety reasons. 
· We regret that children in Years 1-5 may not go up the tower or onto the Dulverton Bridge due to Health and Safety reasons.
First Aid & Accident Provision

The minimum First Aid provision required for the visit is;

· a suitably stocked first aid box.
· a person appointed to be in charge of first aid arrangements.
· Should there be a need for First Aid, there are Cathedral staff trained in this.  Please refer to a member of staff in red gowns or staff on the Information Desk if you need any help.

Fire & Emergency Procedure 

· An announcement over the public address system will be made if an evacuation of the Cathedral needs to take place.  Please follow the instructions and directions given by the Cathedral staff.
· Take a roll call of the members of your party once outside.
· Teachers are responsible for the supervision and safety of the children in their charge at all times.

· Prayers are said every day at 11.55am from the Ambo (lectern). This helps to remind visitors of the Cathedral’s primary purpose as a church.  Please ask the children to keep still and quiet at this time and invite them to join in the Lord’s Prayer if they wish to.

· Other services, Royal occasions, memorial services and funerals, occur throughout the year: (the Cathedral is closed for these).

The bells are the highest (67metres) and  heaviest  (31.5 tonnes) ringing peal of church bells in the world.


Great George, (centre bell – only rung at Christmas, Easter and important occasions), weighs in at approximately 14.7 tonnes. There are fourteen bells including Great George.


There are two pipe organs in Liverpool Cathedral. The Grand Organ is the largest in the UK and probably the largest operational organ in the world.


The organ has 10,267 pipes.
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
